1 Minute Speech

Your second public speaking task is to give a one minute speech about any aspect of your shield.  You may choose to talk about your motto or beliefs, or any of the aspects of your life you depicted in the quadrants.  Speaking in public about yourself is nerve wracking; therefore, it is important that you write your speech out.  Your speech should have a beginning, a middle, and an end.  However, you want to make it interesting so avoid saying, “On my shield I drew…”
In addition to being graded on your speech, you will be graded on your listening skills.  You are required to write an evaluation of two speeches.  See the back of this sheet for the evaluation forms.

Your entire speech grade will be evaluated on the following:

· Submission of a written copy

· Submission of the notes you use during your speech
· Your public speaking skills, which include:

· Speaking for at least a minute

· Whether it was interesting

· Having an organized speech

· Submission of the evaluation forms
