Course Information:

Textbook: Biology by Miller and Levine (Scarlet Macaw)
This is a yearlong course that meets at least 7 periods each week. Students will have a double period every other day to allow for lab time. Some of the topics we will be discussing this year are The Human Body, Reproduction, Genetics, Ecology and Evolution.

Materials Needed for This Class:
· A 3-ring binder for this class only

· Pens/ Pencils

· Colored pencils (for certain assignments)

· Dividers to separate your class material- Tests & Quizzes, Homework, Notes & Handouts, Lab Notes (Recommended)

Lab Requirements:

Students must complete 1200 lab minutes to be eligible to take the NYS Living Environment Regents in June. Each lab must receive a passing grade of 65 or above to earn credit towards the lab requirements. ALL graded labs must be kept in your lab folder for the entire year.  If you passed a lab and it is missing out of your folder, it will not count.
· No Food is allowed in the classroom. Water is ok but not during Labs.
Attendance:
Students are expected to be in class and on time every day.  When students arrive late with out a pass, they must sign in at the designated location. Three (3) consistent lates will result in the issuance of a cut slip. When students are absent, they can obtain the work from an absent folder located in the classroom. In order to make up work, students will have one (1) day for each day they were absent. 
Grading Policy:
Grades are calculated on a total points system. Each assignment is work a certain number of points. The marking period average is calculated by using the following formula: 
· Students total EARNED points/ total POSSIBLE points x 100 =AVERAGE
Homework: 

Students will be given nightly assignments. Homework will be a combination of book assignments and handouts. Late homework will be accepted with a ½ credit penalty as long it is handed in by the end of the week. Homework assignments can be found listed on EDLINE.
Tests and Quizzes:

There will be quizzes in each unit and they may or may not be announced. An absence is not an excuse for not taking a test or a quiz. If you are absent the day before a test or a quiz you are still expected to make up the missed work and take the test with the rest of the class.

Class Rules and Policies:

The class rules will be covered in class. You will be asked to sign a contract agreement stating that you understand the rules of the classroom. However there are some other important policies to discuss.

· ENTERING THE CLASS: with out screaming, running or causing a ruckus. Students who do not do this will be asked to leave and reenter as expected.

· As soon as you enter check the whiteboard for the days BrainTeaser. These may be a question, a quote, useless fact or directions to follow. (Like a do-now)
· When attention is needed during a lab, I will turn off the lights. When you see this, you are expected to stop what you are doing and look at me.

· LEAVING THE CLASS: The bell does not dismiss the class, I do. Do not pack up until I dismiss the class. Do not leave your seats until I dismiss the class. People who pack fast, shall leave last.

· BATHROOM: Students will be allowed to use the bathroom the first 5 minutes and the last 5 minutes of class with emergencies considered. No student will be allowed to use the bathroom during note taking, quizzes or tests.  Bathroom use will be suspended for students who are out of the room frequently and for extended periods of time.
